Section 14.3 Electronic Meetings.
Meetings of the Board of Trustees and of Church Committees may be held by means of a conference telephone or similar communications equipment, another suitable electronic communications system, including videoconferencing technology or the Internet, or any combination of those means, in accordance with the provisions of Chapters 6 and 22 of the Texas Business Organizations Code. Meetings of the Fellowship of Deacons may be held by any suitable electronic communications system, including videoconferencing technology or the Internet, or any combination of those means, in accordance with the provisions of Chapters 6 and 22 of the Texas Business Organizations Code.  If it is determined to be appropriate and in the best interests of the Church by at least two of the following: the Pastor (or in his absence, his designee), the Chairman of the Fellowship of Deacons or the Vice Chairman of the Fellowship of Deacons, then meetings of the Church in Conference may be held by any suitable electronic communications system, including videoconferencing technology or the Internet, or any combination of those means, in accordance with the provisions of Chapters 6 and 22 of the Texas Business Organizations Code. 

At meetings held at a location where some members are physically present, if stated in the notice of the meeting, other members may participate in the meeting by means of the electronic communications means specified above in this Section.  In all cases permitted by this Section, when participating in a meeting by electronic communications means, the member shall be deemed to be physically present at the meeting.   
Voting shall be permitted by those members present at meetings by electronic communications means held as permitted by this Section.   Voting by electronic means shall comply with the provisions of Section 6.002(b) of the Texas Business Organizations Code.
