ACTIVITIES

Activity 1:
Coloring Page. While your child colors, retell 
the story and ask simple questions. Practice 
the point, “God cares for me!” And our VBS 
verse, “God loves us.” Psalm 107:1.

Activity 2: 
Sidewalk rainbow. If you have sidewalk chalk 
on hand, head outside and create a beautiful 
rainbow together on your sidewalk or 
driveway. If you don’t have chalk or want to 
try something new, give this homemade 
sidewalk paint a try… https://createplaytravel.
com/kids/homemade-sidewalk-chalk-paint/. 
Tell your child that the rainbow reminds us 
that God cares for them.  

Activity 3: 
Let’s be an animal! Let your kiddo put on an 
animal mask or make your own out of a 
paper plate, construction paper or other craft 
supplies. Pretend to be different animals 
getting on the ark. Crawl, hop, creep… Thank 
God for the animals He made.

Activity 4: 
Noah sticker scene. Use the stickers and the 
background page to create an amazing ark 
masterpiece!
